Our new Digital Inclusion Project  
 

will match local volunteers with housebound over 75 year olds who are 
unable to use the Internet. The volunteers will bring Internet enabled de-
vices to the older person’s home and teach any aspect of the Internet the 
person wishes to learn. This could be how to make a free Skype call to a 
relative abroad or how to make online shopping. There is no prescribed 
course schedule and the volunteers will work at the speed of the person 
teaching them as little or as much as they wish. This one year project is being funded by the local 
council, the People’s Postcode Trust, The Big Lottery and the Co-op Community Fund. If any read-
ers are members of the Co-op they can contribute 1% from their shopping towards this project by 
selecting Fulham Good Neighbours as their cause.  Please get in touch if you would like to benefit 
from this project or become one of the volunteers.  

Fulham Men’s Shed 

 

Sheds are community spaces for men to connect, converse and create. The activities are often simi-
lar to those of garden sheds, but for groups of men (and women) to enjoy together. They help re-
duce loneliness and isolation, but most importantly, they’re fun – a place to pursue practical inter-
ests at leisure, to practice skills and enjoy making and mending. The charity held a number of meet-
ings with local residents interested in setting up a Shed at the end of 2017 and has now been gener-
ously offered (by the local council) a potential location in a disused building on Lillie Road Recrea-
tion Ground (see photo attached). Fulham Good Neighbours is calling on all those who are interest-

ed in setting up the shed to get in touch 
and if possible to attend the next plan-
ning meeting on Friday, 16th March 
2018 at 6PM (Rosaline Hall, 70 Rosaline 
Road, London, SW6 7QT).
